Executive Shoultz had an excused absence, and there was no report.
REPORTS - ENFORCEMENT

Cornelius Police Department
Officer Brinzey reported that a new records management system is not yet up and running, but CPD spent 490 hours on the lake last month. Sunday was very busy; 8 calls for service. CPD is now training 3 more officers, increasing night patrols, and contributing to civic activities.
Charlotte Mecklenburg Police Department

Officer Randy Echert announced an “Honor Swim” by 6 CMPD officers to raise funds for the families of slain officers Sean Clark & Fred Thornton who were killed in the line of duty. 
Iredell County Sheriff
Deputy Darren Hill reported that there were 200 hours on land, 96 hours on the water and 8 training hours. 172 property checks were made and 28 boats inspected and 15 boats assisted. Five navigational hazards were removed from the lake.

Officer Baxter Rowe reported that there were 256 hours on land, 94 hours on the water 26 hours training, 
394 property checks (some by land, some by water) 11 boats inspected and a total of 119 calls for service.

N.C. Wildlife Resources Commission
Sgt. Ron Robertson reported last Sunday was unusually busy. He noted that a new pending law in the NC Legislature stiffens DWB penalties. This month his officers received 2-yr. recertification on DUI/DWI/BWI. Wildlife is working on a new major disaster event plan and training similar to last year’s. Several free boat safety inspection checks will be available next month.
Reports – Lake Issues
Duke Energy
Joe Kluttz, announced that the current lake level of 98.6 feet is 6 inches higher than the curve for this date. The abnormally dry weather contributed to a fire on island N-7, which Cornelius PD assisted in containing. Fires of any type are not allowed on any islands. He demonstrated a new sign to be posted at all access areas on the lake containing boating laws.

Steve Riggan reported that the USCGA will be providing safety zone patrol boats for the Pro Wakeboarding Tournament in June. This month they had 19 hours on the water, conducted 41 boat safety checks, and 2 on the water missions.
Lake Norman Sail and Power Squadron
Commander Lou Schwartz conveyed that there was a Public Safety Boating Course on April 30, which had 37 students and 35 passed the test. The next class is June 11 at Mount Zion Church.
