Call to Order
A quorum was declared and the meeting was called to order by Chairman Mark Lancaster.

Minutes

After a review of the minutes from the August 8, 2016 meeting, Commissioner Young made a motion to approve the minutes as presented, Commissioner Sample seconded the motion and it was passed unanimously.
Reports – LNMC Executive Director
Executive Director Shoultz reported that this was a busy month; our Basin is now in drought stage 0, many complaints re: Wake Violations, buoy requests & complaints continue, meetings with CPD Re:  buoys and rafting ordinance, the no wake ordinance is nearing completion, and he listed several boater education classes pending. Also some McCrary Creek buoys were vandalized, and the Transco Road access to Lake Davidson was an issue. At the conclusion of his Report, Ron presented a plaque to outgoing Chairman Lancaster for all his service over the years.
REPORTS - ENFORCEMENT

Cornelius Police Department
Officer Brinzey submitted a detailed written report, and verbally announced that 24/7 staffing is complete. Lake activity has decreased slightly this month, but that on some days all 3 vessels are on duty. The Department answered a wide range of calls this month, including marijuana and drug possession, unsafe boating and trespassing. Three Major events were: 1.) BWI Boat crash into a seawall 2.) John Connor dock lights damaged, 3.) Blyth Landing vessel inspections & Life Jacket inspections. Statistical Report attached.

Iredell County Sheriff
Sheriff Deputy Darren Hill reported there were 193 patrol hours on land, 303 hours on the water and 154 training hours this month. Also 224 property checks were made and 35 boats and 20 PWC’s inspected. 16 Calls for Service were answered. This was last month of using SRO’s, thus introduced Cameron Jones as a new Lake Officer. 
Catawba County
Officer Baxter Shelby reported that there were 108 patrol hours on land, 2804 hours on the water, and 24 boats & PWC’s inspected. 14 citations were issued, mostly wake violations, and 15 warnings.

N.C. Wildlife Resources Commission
Officer Ron Robertson reported that they had the batmobile at Pinnacle Creek and a DWB was issued. There were 4 boating accidents ( PWC, Dock crash injured spectator, rented pontoon crash, and BWI hit seawall on Island Forest Drive. October 5-8, 2016 is Duck Season. 
Reports – Lake Issues
Duke Energy
Mr. Kluttz reported that the lake level is 96.6 and the target is 98.0. The water temperatures have decreased slightly. The 11 lakes in the basin are still at “Stage 0”, which is the first voluntary drought stage out of a total of 5 stages.

Steve Riggan reported that the USCGA  this year to date had 276.7 patrol hours on the water, conducted 156 boat safety checks, and 37 on the water missions. The next boating safety class will be held on November 19, 2016. Joint vessel safety checks were held with Cornelius PD at Blyth & Vineyard Point.
Lake Norman Sail and Power Squadron
Commander Lou schwartz conveyed that they have Graduated 177 students this year. This year to date they have inspected 105 boats and 90 of them passed the inspection.

Mr. Doug Brown of McCrary Creek reported on several types of vandalism to their buoys; first, black construction tape was stuck on the buoys, then when it was removed, the lights were spray painted black. His HOA was trying their best to stop this activity, and didn’t want to be fined by the LNMC.
