After a review of the minutes from the May 14, 2018 meeting, Approval of the minutes as presented was passed unanimously.
Reports – LNMC Executive Director
Executive Director Ron Shoultz reported emails have been received regarding food service operations on the lake. There is no LNMC ordinance, applicants must follow county requirements. Emails about boating regulations were referred to the LNMC web page FAQ section and to the NCWRC. Calls/emails regarding debris removal. Review DE-LS protocol – will not address natural vegetation. Only man-made debris will be addressed. Deployment of the grass carp took place on May 15th. Payment for the fish by Duke and Charlotte Water is in process. Just a reminder of meeting protocol – comments are to be made to the commission only upon request of the commission. Comments from the public are made during the Comments from Public agenda line item. Questions to various attendees by the public are to be made after the meeting. Officer Davis reported 46 calls for service mostly on Saturdays between 1:00pm-6:00pm. Participated in SWAT training. So far it’s been a busy start to the season but going very well. (See report)

Iredell County Lake Patrol reported 61.5 hours on the water. 235 property checks. Participated on a radio show for the Memorial Day kick-off. Media Day will be June 19th. Safety Check day June 23rd. (4) SRO’s working this season. Wakeboard event this weekend June 15-16th. Parks and Rec has requested a ramp remain open for the public during the event. This is being reviewed.

Sargent Ron Robertson reported Memorial Day totals. May 26th, the rain kept activity low. The BAT Bus was at Blythe Landing 1 boating while impaired (alcohol, cocaine and marijuana), 6 boating citations issued. The BAT Bus was at the Pinnacle Access area on Sunday May 27th. Utilized the plane for careless/reckless operation. Minor boating incident at PYC w/ no injuries. 20 boating citations were issued. 2 drug cases. 2 arrests for BWI. Monday, May 28th, very little activity due to weather. 2 minor boating incidents since the holiday. All occupants were able to get to safety. 7 BWI highest .18 (Please note the reportable number is taken once they are at the jail, sometimes an 1-1.5 hours later). Operation Dry Water June 29th-July1st and On the Road, On the Water, Don’t Drink, Don’t Drive Campaing July 6-8th. Teamed with the Water Sports Industry Assoc. to teach boater safety classes focusing on NO WAKE violations. It’s the number one complaint across the US, not just Lake Norman. June 18-19th and July 30-31st from 6-9pm. Debris on the north end of the lake is excessive. USE EXTREME CAUTION especially at night. Wildlife has a proposal to NOT allow taking of grass carp. Osprey nest and eggs have been destroyed and it has been turned over to the fishing wildlife service.

Duke Energy
Joe Klutzz reported lake level is at 98.4. Debris is the hot topic right now. 1-800-443-5193 or lakeservices@duke-energy.com to report hazardous debris. Ideally request an address. For immediate service, please call lake enforcement or local law enforcement. Duke Energy Lake Services doesn’t have any authority with buffer complaints. Please call Allen Johnson at NC DEQ at 704-663-1699. Several calls and complaints regarding the wakeboard event. This is an organized an event with no issues in the past. Patriot Pier at Ramsey Creek Park is a fishing dock and the dedication is this Saturday, June 16th.
Coast Guard Auxiliary Division 26

Steve Riggan reported there was one on-water patrol mission and 4.7 on-water patrol hours. Safety support will be provided for the Pro Wakeboard tournament will be held at Stumpy Creek June 15-16, 2018. Law enforcement presence is requested for whatever time is available. Safety Day on the Lake is June 23rd. The final organizing meeting with the power squadron will be June 19th at Tenders in Cornelius. Vessel safety check locations will be at Blythe Landing, Hager’s Creek Access, Pinnacle Access, Beattie’s Ford Access, McCrary Creek Access and Little Creek Access. A safety check was held at the Beatties Ford Ramp on May 20th. An ABC class was held on May 19th and all 7 students passed including at 10 year old with a 96%.

Lou Schwartz reported recently held 2nd ABC course. Registered 125 students and 109 attended and all passed. Classes are 8 hours. Attended a conference in New Bern and no other squadrons are reporting those high numbers. This Saturday, June 16th is the Hwy 150-I40 cruise. May advise postponing due to the debris located in the northern portion of the lake. Participated in the Asian boat race. Will be participating in the Safety Day on June 23rd. The 19th youth day on the lake will be coming up soon.

Island Habitat Program
Billy Wilson reported for Gene Vaughn. Fundraising event next Saturday, June 23rd at Symphony in the Park at 6:00pm at Bailey Road Park. Music and fireworks. Annual meeting for the Island Habitat Program to be scheduled soon. Island adopters will be trained to visually identify Hydrilla. Looking to add an osprey nest adoption program. The osprey cam hasn’t turned out the way they were hoping. The first fledgling hatched and didn’t make it. The remaining 2 eggs never hatched and were eventually destroyed by crows. The adults could possibly have another clutch of eggs. Approaching 1,000,000 views.

Mecklenburg County Water Quality
Dave Ferguson reported on the lake on May 21st and visibility was at 8.7 which is good. Present at the carp stocking and will continue watching during monthly water intake checks. Ramsey Creek is being tested twice weekly. Elevated during high water, but still within normal levels. Meeting with Ken Manuel and Tommy Bowen to learn how to begin surveying for Hydrilla. Next lake date is Monday, June 18th.
